Supervisor Alfords motioned to approve the agenda as presented.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.  The meeting proceeded in accordance with the agenda as presented.  

BUSINESS FROM THE CLERK
A.  Dean Calpas, “Cornerstone”/Preliminary/Final Plat Approval – Chairman Petersen noted that the Sherburne County Board of Commissioners approved the preliminary and final plat at their November 7, 2006 meeting.  Supervisor Quinn motioned to approve the Preliminary and Final simple Commercial Plat of “Cornerstone” with the following conditions; and, to allow the Clerk and Chairman to sign the final plat.  Conditions to be met:  a) The house on Lot 1 may only be used as a church parsonage.  b) The Developer, through a Declaration Agreement, shall identify Outlot A to be used as a common driveway, and storm water retention pond.  Outlot A may be dedicated as Township right-of way (ROW) when the remainder of the property develops.  c) The Developer shall dedicate an additional 12’ X 66’ area of ROW at the intersection of CSAH 11 and the future road identified in the ghost plat dated September 26, 2006.  d) The existing driveways shall be shared and are considered to be temporary accesses per the Traffic Engineer’s letter dated September 27, 2006.  e) Developer shall comply with the County Surveyor’s letter dated October 4, 2006.  f) The Developer shall enter into a Developers Agreement with the County Attorney’s Office.  g) The Developer has one year to record the plat per Section 4, Subdivision 3 of the Subdivision Ordinance.  h) The Assembly of God Church agreed to amend their Conditional Use Permit by releasing the area being platted for the dental office from their Conditional Use Permit for a Church.   
ADJOURNMENT

A motion was made by Supervisor Sanford to adjourn the meeting.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All were in favor.  The meeting adjourned at 8:11 p.m.
