There were 18 people in the audience at the beginning of the meeting.  The meeting was tape recorded for transcribing purposes only.  Roll call was taken.

All present stood and recited the pledge of allegiance.

Mayor Orrock motioned to approve the agenda.  Township Supervisor Sanford seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.  The meeting proceeded in accordance with the agenda as presented.

Mayor Orrock motioned to approve the Joint Powers Board Meeting Minutes of July 18, 2005 as presented.  Township Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.  

Business

Public Hearing to Consider Preliminary Plat of Remmele Addition – Nate Sparks, Consultant Planner presented the planning report regarding Remmele Addition Preliminary Plat. Remmele Engineering has made an application to create 5 developable industrial lots, which includes the two existing Remmele Engineering sites.  It was noted that the access and landscaping plans would be presented on the final plat.  The public 
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Hearing to consider the preliminary plat of Remmele Addition was opened at 7:09 p.m.  Chuck Youngman, representative of Remmele Engineering, briefly addressed the Board.  No one else addressed the Board.  Mayor Orrock motioned to close the public hearing.  Township Supervisor Quinn seconded.  The public hearing closed at 7:13 p.m.  City Council Member Heitz motioned to approve the Big Lake Joint Powers Board Resolution recommending approval of the Preliminary Plat of the Remmele Addition and setting forth conditions to be met prior to submittal of the final plat application; and, to approve the conditions and findings of facts as listed.  Township Supervisor Quinn seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.     

Public Hearing to Consider Planned Unit Development (PUD) and Preliminary Plat for the Big Lake Marketplace Professional Center – Nate Sparks, Consultant Planner presented the planning report regarding Big Lake Marketplace Professional Center Preliminary Plat and PUD.  Envisions has made an application to convert Outlot C of Big Lake Marketplace 1ast Addition into a commercial PUD with 6 buildings in unit lots on one base lot with a shared parking and driveway system. The site is 7.55 acres in size. Specific items highlighted during presentation included: parking, impervious surfaces and building facades. The public hearing to consider the PUD and preliminary plat for the Big Lake Marketplace Professional Center was opened at 7:22 p.m.  Brian Ertel, representative of Envisions, briefly addressed the Board.  Mr. Ertel clarified a building layout error.  Questions from the Board and Audience were taken.  Mr. Ertel advised that building construction would occur as lots are sold. Township Supervisor Sanford inquired about the feasibility of attracting businesses to a predetermined amount of operating space.   Brian Ertel advised that although the exterior size of each building has been predetermined, the interior wall dimensions are flexible.  The individual buildings have been designed as units allowing businesses that require a larger amount of space the option to purchase 2 or more units for their business.  Mayor Orrock motioned to close the public hearing.  Township Supervisor Sanford seconded.  The public hearing closed at 7:27 p.m.  Mayor Orrock motioned to approve the Big Lake Joint Powers Board Resolution recommending approval of the Conditional Use Permit, Planned Unit Development (PUD), and Preliminary Plat of the Big Lake Marketplace Professional Center and setting forth conditions to be met prior to submittal of the final plat application; and, to approve the conditions and findings of facts as listed.  Township Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.     

Public Hearing to Consider Direct TV Midwest Uplink Facility Final Plat, Conditional Use Permit (CUP) and Site & Building Plan Review – Ned Noel, City Planner presented the planning report regarding Direct TV Midwest uplink facility final plat, conditional use permit and site & building plan review.  Direct TV is proposing to build a new facility to transmit hi-definition television programming for its customers throughout the Midwest.  The Direct TV satellites will transmit electromagnetic signal to orbiting satellites above the equator for signal amplification.  Specific items highlighted during presentation included: building size, satellite size, shape, color and number, and electrical emissions. The public hearing to consider the CUP and Final plat for the Direct TV Midwest Uplink Facility was opened at 7:38 p.m. Tim Green, project architect; and, Mike Jenson, site supervisor briefly addressed the Board. Questions from Board members, Orrock, May, 
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Quinn; and, audience members, Tom Charpentier and Peter Ahrens were taken. City Council Member Heitz motioned to close the public hearing.  Mayor Orrock seconded.  The public hearing closed at 7:50 p.m.  City Council Member Heitz motioned to approve the Big Lake Joint Powers Board Resolution recommending approval of the Final Plat of Big Lake Marketplace Fourth Addition and Direct Television’s Conditional Use Permit (PUD), Site and Building Plans and setting forth conditions to be met prior to submittal of the final plat and building permit issuance.  And, to approve the conditions and findings of facts as revised specifying the placement of no more than four (4) 13-meter satellite dishes and no more than six- (6) 9-meter satellite dishes and the installation of security fencing.  Township Supervisor Sanford seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.     

Fire Station Funding Options – City Finance Director, Corey Boyer presented a memorandum to the Board regarding Capital Improvement Project (CIP) Bonds.  The history and process of issuing CIP Bonds was reviewed. The City and Township would both be required to hold public hearings if CIP Bonding is pursued.  

197th Street Construction Project - City Finance Director, Corey Boyer advised that the City of Big Lake would like to include construction of the remaining portion of 197th Street in Big Lake Marketplace in the Summer 2006 Street Construction Plan.  There was discussion regarding the engineering of the street, sewer and water installation; and, the status of the adjacent lift station.  Chairman Petersen recommended that the City Engineer prepare plans and a timeline outlining street and utility placement costs for Board review.

Adjournment 

Mayor Orrock motioned to adjourn the Joint Powers Meeting.  Township Supervisor Sanford seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 8:22 p.m.
