On Wednesday, July 26, 2006, the Big Lake Board of Supervisors met at the Big Lake Town Hall located in the Big Lake Lions Park at 21960 County Road #5, Big Lake Township, Sherburne County, State of Minnesota.  The meeting was tape recorded for transcribing purposes only.  

Chairman Petersen called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  There were 8 people in the audience at the start of the meeting.  Roll call was taken by the chairperson.

All present stood and recited the pledge of allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Supervisor Alfords motioned to approve the agenda as presented.  Supervisor Sanford seconded.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.  The meeting proceeded in accordance with the agenda as presented.  

BUSINESS FROM THE CLERK

a.  Mark Hilde-Simple Plat “Hildes Addition”  Final Plat Review – Chairman Petersen noted that the Sherburne County Board of Commissioners approved the preliminary and final plat at their July 11, 2006 meeting.  Mr. Hilde advised that he has complied with the conditions recommended by the Planning Commission and adopted by the Board of Commissioners.  Supervisor Quinn motioned to approve the Preliminary and Final simple Residential Plat of “Hildes Addition” with the following conditions ;and , to allow the Clerk and Chairman to sign the final plat.   

Conditions to be met:   a)  Developer shall complete the wording for the private ditch easement and record the easement concurrent with the recording of the plat.  b)  Prior to the recording of the plat, the Developer shall comply with Section 11, subdivision 1 (6c) of the Subdivision Ordinance by bringing in fill for Lot 3, Block 1 to establish a 36” separation to mottle soils as identified on the Preliminary Plat dated May 16, 2006.  c)  Developer must notify future lot owners that the house must be placed where shown on the preliminary plat drawing dated May 16, 2006.  d)  Developer to pay Park Dedication Fees for two lots at $800. per lot ($1,600).  e)  Developer to enter into a Developer’s Agreement with the County Attorney’s Office.  f)  Developer has one year to record the plat per Section 4, subdivision 3 of the Subdivision Ordinance.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.
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b.  Dan Pauly-CUP Final Review - Chairman Petersen noted that the Sherburne County Board of Commissioners approved the Conditional Use Permit for a home business in an accessory building at their July 11, 2006 meeting.  Mr. Pauly advised that he has complied with the conditions recommended by the Planning Commission and adopted by the Board of Commissioners.  Supervisor Alfords motioned to approve the conditional use permit for a home business in an accessory building with the following conditions:  a) Hours of operation 7AM to 5PM.  Monday thru Friday.  b)  There may be no more than two employees (full-time equivalent) other than a member of the household residing on the premises.  c)  There may be no more than one non-illuminated business sign totaling note more than 12 sq. ft. on premises.  d)  No exterior storage will be permitted.  e)  All hazardous waste shall be stored and disposed of according to MPCA and OSHA regulations.  f)  The findings in Section 18, Subdivision 5, item 3 have been made.  g)  No varnishing, painting, or staining may be done at this site.  h)  Public Works Department has stated in letter dated May 24, 2006 that existing mailbox is substandard and is a road hazard and public nuisance . It must be removed and replaced with a County Standard swing-away type mailbox.  Supervisor Sanford seconded.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.

c.  Dean Calpas- Land Use and Zoning Amendment Request - Chairman Petersen noted that the Sherburne County Board of Commissioners approved an amendment to change the Comprehensive Land Use Map from Rural Residential to Business and Industry; and, an Amendment to change the Zoning Map from Agricultural to Commercial at their June 6, 2006 meeting.  Dr. Calpas advised that he has complied with the conditions recommended by the Planning Commission and adopted by the Board of Commissioners.  Supervisor Sanford motioned to approve the amendment requests with the following conditions:  a) the existing parsonage will become a legal non-conforming structure if rezoned to Commercial.  If the structure is damaged or destroyed beyond 50% of its value as determined by the Building Official, it may only be rebuilt or replaced according to current building and zoning setbacks and regulations, and will require a Conditional Use Permit for a single-family home in  a Commercial District.  b)  Access to CSAH 11 shall comply with spacing requirements as stipulated in the County Transportation Plan and as requested by MNDOT.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.

d.  Resolution 2006-14 Adopting Amendments to the Big Lake Township Zoning Ordinance, Subdivision Ordinance and Comprehensive Plan – Chairman Petersen advised that this resolution includes all amendments adopted by the Sherburne County Board of Commissioners in the second quarter of 2006.  Notices of Public Hearings for adoption of these amendments were published in accordance with Minnesota State Statute.  Supervisor Quinn motioned to adopt Resolution 2006-14 Adopting Amendments.  Supervisor Alfords seconded.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.  

e.  Dog Vaccination Clinic –The Board advised that they had no objection to the veterinarian vaccinating dogs that live outside of the City or Township of Big Lake.  Dog owners will be paying the veterinarian directly for vaccinations, neither the Township nor the City  will be billed for any of the vaccinations or the clinic.  Supervisor Alfords motioned to approve non-resident dog vaccinations.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.
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BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS/COMMITTEE REPORTS

TOWN ROADS

1.  209th Avenue Traffic Control During Construction – Supervisor Alfords clarified that localized mailboxes will be placed on 152nd Street during construction.  209th Street residents will have to use 152nd Street North to 215th Avenue to 155th Street to 217th Avenue to County Road 79 for access during construction.  Garbage service will be able to continue along 209th Avenue during construction.  Residents with home businesses will be able to continue doing business during construction.  Access into driveways will be temporarily hindered while the construction company is working directly in front of the driveway.    

2.  229th Avenue  - Chairman Petersen advised that 229th Avenue was discussed during last weeks Sherburne County Transportation meeting.  229th Avenue and 211th Avenue are included in the County’s Transportation plan.  Chairman Petersen further noted that many roads through out the County will be reclassified.  Traffic and accident counts will be used as criteria for the reclassification.  

3.  MS4 Discussion – Supervisor Alfords advised he attended a Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) meeting on July 25, 2006 in Becker.  He noted that there were no representatives from the City of Big Lake or Elk River in attendance.  They are the only other jurisdictions affected by the MS4 in Sherburne County.  Supervisor Alfords inquired how the Board would like to work towards complying with the MS4 requirements and offered two options.  The first option would be to work with an engineer, noting that expertise on the MS4 in the private sector seems very low; or, complete a plan internally utilizing information and criteria provided by the MPCA, submit the plan by the February 2007 deadline and wait for the MPCA to tell the Township specifically what they want to see implemented.  The Board unanimously approved to complete a plan internally.  Supervisor Alfords advised he would draft a  plan and present it to the Board at a future meeting.  

4.  Other-Updates-Meetings -  

-Supervisor Alfords advised that the neighborhood meeting on County Road 50 went well.   

-Clerk Hayes advised that four phone calls have been received regarding gravel on the road surface following the shouldering work completed by the Township.  Two calls were received from the Sleepy Hollow area, one call from Meadowlands and one call from Wild Run.  It was noted that the lack of rain has caused the gravel to not compact; and, the situation is further aggravated  by drivers “cutting corners”  causing the gravel to be pulled onto the road surface.  The Board unanimously agreed that the roads would not be swept.  
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CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

1.  Other-Updates-Meetings – Chairman Petersen advised, as previously stated that he attended the Sherburne County Transportation meeting last week.  During the meeting there was discussion regarding traffic accidents on TH10 and Eagle Lake Road/County Road 5.  Chairman Petersen noted that speed limits coming into the City of Big Lake on TH10 are too high.  There are numerous rear-end collisions caused by the high speeds.  Multi Modal Transportation was briefly discussed during the meeting.  The next Transportation meeting will be held in September. 

-The EDA Expansion Committee will be meeting next Wednesday morning.  

-Minnesota Limited/Nordic Land received a recommendation for approval from the Planning Commission.  The Planning Commission recommended approval of an abatement for land preparation.  The County Board of Commissioners will hear Minnesota Limited/Nordic Land’s request at their August 1 meeting.  Minnesota Limited/Nordic Land will meet with the Sherburne County Economic Development Authority (SCEDA) on August 8.  They will be at the August 9 Big Lake Township Meeting for Township approval.  
ADJOURNMENT

A motion was made by Supervisor Alfords to adjourn the meeting.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 7:34 p.m.
