Chairman Petersen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

The agenda was accepted as presented.

Chairman Petersen advised that a new state law, effective August 1, 2006, requires that public notice and a joint public informational meeting be held when any  orderly annexation is being considered.

4.  Joint Public Informational Meeting-Designating the City Owned Waste Water Treatment Plant Expansion Site in an Orderly Annexation Area  –  City of Big Lake Community Economic Development Director, Jim Thares  addressed the Board and Council noting that the City and Township had originally agreed to this annexation in the spring of 2006.  The Township had, at that time, agreed that  when the Figenshau property purchase was finalized, the property could be annexed immediately into the City of Big Lake.  Jim Thares further noted that the annexation of the Winifred Figenshau property would not be used to consider future contiguous annexation of property from Big Lake Township into the City of Big Lake.  Mayor Orrock motioned to approve a Joint Board recommendation to designate the City owned Waste Water Treatment Plant Expansion Site in an Orderly Annexation Area; and, approve annexation of designated land to the City of Big Lake.  Supervisor Alfords seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.     

Mayor Orrock motioned to adjourn.  Supervisor Sanford seconded.  All present were in favor.  The meeting adjourned at 6:06 p.m.
