On Wednesday, April 23, 2008, the Big Lake Board of Supervisors met at the Big Lake Town Hall located in the Big Lake Lions Park at 21960 County Road #5, Big Lake Township, Sherburne County, State of Minnesota.  The meeting was tape recorded for transcribing purposes only.  

Chairman Sanford called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  There were 6 people in the audience at the start of the meeting.  Roll call was taken by the chairperson.

All present stood and recited the pledge of allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

The Annual Board of Appeal and Equalization was reconvened at 7:01 p.m.  It was adjourned at 7:15 p.m.

Supervisor Leslie motioned to approve the agenda.  Supervisor Hofer seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.  The meeting proceeded in accordance with the agenda.    

Supervisor Hofer motioned to approve consent agenda items:  a) Approve Spud Fest Organization to use BL Fire Station Property for fireworks display.  b) Approve WH Security Monitoring Agreement, $27.95 Monthly Fee.  c) Approve Resolutions 2008-04,05,06,07,08 Authorizing Contract with Interested Officers Under M.S. § 471.88 Subd. 5.  d) Approve List of Claims & Payroll. (Disbursement list received at meeting).  e) Adopt Resolution 2008-09 Recommending Approval of Preliminary Plat for Big Lake Industrial Park East Expansion Project.  Supervisor Hayes seconded.   Each Supervisor abstained from approval of their payroll claim.  Supervisor Hayes abstained from approval of Clerk Hayes payroll claim.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.  

OPEN FORUM

John Norgren, advised the Cemetery Board recommends the appointment of Drew Breckheimer to the Bailey Station Cemetery Board.  Mr. Breckheimer currently lowers and raises the flag at the cemetery and has donated trees in addition to other various volunteer activities.  
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Supervisor Hofer motioned to appoint Drew Breckheimer to the Bailey Station Cemetery Board.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.

BUSINESS FROM THE CLERK

a) Dresel Contracting, Inc./CUP for Temporary Crusher Placement on CSAH 30 for Approx. 3 weeks – Clerk Hayes advised that Dresel Contracting and Sherburne County are seeking the CUP for a temporary crusher for CSAH 30 improvements.  Clerk Hayes advised there would be no special hours of operation.  Hours will be 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. Monday through Friday and 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. on Saturday.  Additional noise from the site will be diesel engines and backup warning alarms on trucks.  The Contractor will follow the County rules and regulations regarding road construction operations.  Supervisor Hofer motioned to recommend approval of the CUP as requested.  Supervisor Hayes seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.  

b) Town Hall Expansion Project Update – Clerk Hayes advised sidewalks, retaining walls and landscaping will begin approximately May 5 with a completion date of May 19.  Shrubs need to be ordered and the concrete contractor needs to confirm his start date with KWPH, Inc.  

Mike Wallin, KWPH, Inc. has been in contact with Dave Lucas, Sherburne County Solid Waste Officer regarding the Legacy Grant. One final “green” construction item used needs to be verified; and, Jim Hauer, head contractor needs to sign the Legacy Grant reimbursement request.  At this time, the project meets the minimum 25% recycled material at 28.65% with a value of $63,178. 

The dividing wall panel system needs to be reinforced and the ceiling repaired.  The vertical reinforcement was installed prior to tonight’s meeting.  The ceiling repair will be scheduled.  

KWPH Inc will work directly with Steve’s Nursery to coordinate the start up of the irrigation system and determine where the lines have been cut.    

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS/COMMITTEE REPORTS

TOWN ROADS

1) Town Parking Ordinance Review – The Parking Ordinance will be reviewed and recommendations will be presented by the Road Committee at the June 11th meeting.  Vice-Chairman Alfords requested that the Clerk’s Office obtain copies of the City of Elk River and City of Big Lake Parking Ordinances; and, that the Association of Townships be contacted for sample ordinances and information.

2) Review of Road Tour Findings – Supervisor Alfords, Supervisor Hofer and Treasurer Warneke conducted the 2008 Road Tour on April 16th & 17th.  It was noted that roads are in generally good shape.  Maps were made and distributed to vendors.  The Road Committee 
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will meet with Township Engineer, Todd McLouth to discuss patching; and, Jeff Rhodes to review crackfilling and tree trimming.  

3) Assign Township Engineering Firm as Inspector for SWPPP – Vice-Chairman Alfords advised that as part of the Township’s SWPPP, we are responsible to inspect and verify compliance to SWPPP rules during road construction or reconstruction activities.  Inspection needs to be done by a certified inspector.  This inspection could be done when regular road project inspections are conducted.  Supervisor Hofer motioned to appoint John Oliver and Associates as the inspector under Big Lake Township’s SWPPP; and, to send Todd McLouth to certification training on May 1, 2008.  Supervisor Hayes seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.  

4) Other – Updates – Meetings – The preconstruction meeting for 205th Avenue reconstruction will be held at 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday, April 29 at the Big Lake Town Hall.  

OTHER BUSINESS FROM THE BOARD

Supervisor Leslie advised that he and Chairman Sanford met with property owner’s Michael Dreis and Paul Knaeble regarding the purchase of approximately 2.95 acres adjacent to the Big Lake Town Hall.  The Board had previously approved up to $80,000. for purchase of the land.  Negotiations were reached at $87,000.  Supervisor Hofer motioned to approve purchase of the 2.95 acres approximately and 50/50 cost share of closing costs.  Supervisor Hayes seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.

ADJOURNMENT

A motion was made by Supervisor Hayes to adjourn the meeting.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 7:34 p.m.
