On Wednesday, April 8, 2009, the Big Lake Board of Supervisors met at the Big Lake Town Hall located in the Big Lake Lions Park Community Center at 21960 County Road #5, Big Lake Township, Sherburne County, State of Minnesota.  The meeting was tape recorded for transcribing purposes only.  

Chairman Sanford called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  There were 4 people in the audience at the start of the meeting.  Roll call was taken by the Chairman.

All present stood and recited the pledge of allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Supervisor Hayes motioned to approve the agenda with the addition of the April 2, 2009 Board of Appeal & Equalization Minutes under the consent agenda.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.  The meeting proceeded in accordance with the agenda as amended.  

The minutes from the March 11, 2009 were removed from the consent agenda to discuss the contribution to the Big Lake Community Lake Association for invasive weed control.  Board members present for the March 11, 2009 unanimously agreed the $500. contribution was contingent upon the parking fee for Big Lake Township residents being reduced to the same amount that City of Big Lake residents pay.  It was noted the lake association will be responsible to go to the city and request rate reduction.  Supervisor Hayes motioned to make this correction to the March 11 minutes.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.  

Supervisor Stahlmann motioned to approve consent agenda items: a) Approval of Minutes: Regular Monthly Meeting 3-11-09, & Second Monthly Meeting 3-25-09.   b) Approve Resolution 2009-06 Resolution to Adopt Amendments to the Big Lake Township Subdivision Ordinance.  c) Approve List of Claims (Disbursement List will be Received at Meeting).  d) April 2, 2009 Board of Appeal & Equalization as amended.    Supervisor Alfords seconded.   Each Supervisor abstained from approval of their payroll claim.  Supervisor Hayes abstained from approval of Clerk Hayes payroll claim.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.  
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OPEN FORUM

Denise Seyko, 147 Hiawatha Avenue, Big Lake appeared before the board on behalf of the Big Lake Food Shelf to request the use of the Town Hall for a food shelf volunteer recognition dinner at no charge.  She advised the food shelf has approximately 75 volunteers.  The Big Lake food shelf is open various hours Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and the 2nd and 4th Saturdays of each month.  They have seen approximately a 30% increase in use.  Supervisor Leslie motioned to waive the rental fee for the dinner.  Supervisor Hayes seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.  Denise Seyko advised the March food drive raised $18,201.65 and 23,691 pounds of food.  Food is valued at $1. per pound.  The food shelf’s goal was $30,000.  which they exceeded.  

BUSINESS FROM THE CLERK

a) Don Duel/Big Lake American Legion Use of Building for Meetings & Picnic May 25th – Don Duel, Big Lake American Legion appeared before the board to thank the Board for allowing the legion to meet at the Big Lake Town Hall for the past 5 months.  He inquired if the legion would be able to schedule for another 6 months of rentals and schedule a picnic on Memorial Day including use of the Town Hall at no charge.  The picnic is held following the Legions Memorial Day service.  Supervisor Hayes motioned to approve use of the hall for another 6 months and to waive the rental fee for the picnic.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All present were in favor.  The motion carried.

b) Website Proposal and Logo Design – Clerk Hayes presented a preview of proposed updates to the website.  Supervisor Alfords recommended seeking public input on a logo design.  Chairman Hofer inquired with Treasurer Warneke on the availability of funds for updating the website.  Treasurer Warneke indicated funds were available.  Supervisor Hayes motioned to have Supervisor Stahlmann and Supervisor Alfords work with Clerk Hayes to update the website.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.  Clerk Hayes advised she would schedule a meeting with Lynne Dahl-Fleming.   

BUSINESS FROM THE SUPERVISORS/COMMITTEE REPORTS

TOWN ROADS

1) Other-Updates-Meetings – The road committee members determined the Spring Road Tour will be conducted Wednesday, April 15th and Thursday, April 16th beginning at 7:00 a.m.  Supervisor Stahlmann will be joining the road committee on the tour to become familiar with the Township.  Clerk will post notice of the road tour.  
CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

a) EDA Update – The EDA will hold their next meeting on April 13th.  

b) Street light Installation in Industrial Park Expansion Area – The Board reviewed a proposal from Connexus Energy for installation of street lights in the Industrial Park Expansion Area.  The proposal identifies a total cost of $16,680. for the street light installation.  It was noted that after the lights have been energized, a monthly energy and maintenance fee will be applied at a rate of $11.14 per light.  It was noted the Township is responsible for half of the cost of the installation.  Supervisor Alfords motioned to accept the proposal.  Supervisor Leslie seconded.  All were in favor.  The motion carried.  

c) Revisit Resolution 2009-05 in Support of Revised Fare Structure for the Big Lake Northstar Station Site – A second review of the proposed resolution was given by each Board member.  It was determined that there was no basis to challenge the proposed fare schedule.  The schedule was developed by the Met Council following a professional study to determine the appropriate fares.  Chairman Hofer called for a motion on the resolution.  A second call for a motion was made.  The Resolution failed for lack of a motion.
